but, I have yet to le~rn that any defence of = position recorded in all
nlstory ecuele thnt of “he brove Pynn's, ’1ke's, Garlend's and their
comraqen in holding trrir own aseinst the stupendous odds of trnired
French soldlers, led on by office:~ remarkable for their skill ~=ng
bravery over the contincnt oi Europe. Yet, the fact remains. These
brave, almple and un~ophisticated fishermen, in spite of superior
forces, and the mort Herfect warlike discipline maintnined their ground,
and had the proud consolation of seelng the invading forces retire from
the field leaving them (the fishermen) master of the situation. VYhat
pralse ould be too lavish to bestow upon such men: If they had been
conquered by such superior forces, their bravery in stanaing up against
such odds would have been sufficient to give them a lasting place in
nhistory; but, they did rot only do thir, they meintained it to the Lot
and can proudly point to the fact, thet throush their herolsm, Csrbonecar
Island has never been conquered. If praise iz due to the Pynn's and
those *ho assistecd vther, it mu~t be remembered that 2nothe~r, wvho was
8120 an active =2n. heroic *‘ndividual took part in the defence.

He supnlied
the little garrison of brave fishermen ith ammunition and food, ~and
were 1t not for his generoun ald, the defenders of our country would
not have b2en ahle to hold nut.

landers who love their country.

How Carbonerr gnt its name seems to be shrouded in mystery. There hes
been many explanstions but without going into all, I will give you

what I think the pveast. There is a place in Spain not far from Gilbraltar
called Carbonera. There i~ another fmall to'm in the suburbs of Genoa
called Carbonisr -thich 1e the ~vav this name wasg gnelled formerly., 1
have henrd the traditicns “hich perhaps sore of you msy be able to
confirm and vouch for tie truth that Cabot after gslghting land (probﬂhly
Bonavista) he =ziled South rirhkt into Concepiuion Bay and landed at
Carbonear. 4s John Cabot was originslly a Genoese sailor I ean quite
believe the name corec direct from him in memory of his old home and is
probably one of the very first nleces nared in Vewfouncland. This is
very lilrely a~ there 1= no Hrrhor of anv consecuence to be sighted when
sailing from Bonavirte t11l you re~ch Carbonear.

FIRST MENTIO I~ THE HISTOLITS OF CoRBONSAn

The first mention I can find of Carbonear in anv of the Histories, ~hen
Capt:ln Mainwaring tvho scems to have been half man-of-wvarsman and half
pirate on his trip to kfld -in 1614 is stated to have ~aptured two French
vessrls with eargoes of Salt., One vesscl wars in Harboy~Grace and the
other in Carbone~r. This 'os about the time thot (juy storted hils first
Colonies in Nfld.

In.1696 ¥e have more particulars frorm Abbe Baudoins dairy than from
any other ~ource. He stntns there were 22 houses in Carbonear and 14
nouse~ in Harbour Grace. That the houser in Carbonear were the finest
in the whole of ifld, end he cert~ainly had every neans of kmowing as he
describrs all the cettier~-nts visited hy the Prench Commander D'Iberville
on hls r~1d from Placentia up the Ferryland Shore to St. John's then ~l1
round Concention Bay right to Bay e Verde and up Trinity Bay from 014
Perlican to Bay Bulls Aru, I will give further n=rticulars about
£OVIberville -hen I tells r few oOf the frets I have rathered ab ut
Carbone-r Island.
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There were merchsntas in Carbonear carrying on business with property
valued at hnlf g million dollsrs., It is nfortun::te that he doe~ not
glve sny nanes of the~sc merchants as we misjht be ~bie to troce un tnelpr

The arrliest inform~tion that I ean f2ther about the first resicdent
merchents shows, that 'ro 1750 to 1840 Carbone~r -~ the principal
Commeric~1l torm of Concention Bay and of much more importance than
H rbour Urace. I ¢ n ;-0 back to the 7irn of Pike andé Upeen ho must
have started about 1750 ~ho had their ctores ne~r where hessrs Torke

FIRST SCHOOL

There are £ nurher of old stories I have heard bhut no donbt they are
familier to many. Uid you ever hear of Catherilne Pike or better knorm
as Jersey Kitty? A very clever old lady from Jersey that taught schonl,
which in all probapility wec the very fir-~t school established In :fld.
She had a grert apnreciation of the Pikes snd tried to instil the
martial spirit into her young schol-rs, she nsed tcC tell them "you ere
a race of heroer, you =re Plke by nzne and Pike by nsture”.

Mow I will come covwn to pive vou a few particuisrs of the trade done 8t
that time. The fir:t Cuestoms Houre wac esteblirhed 1in S¢. John's in
1762, and wns applied for by the trade to the British Govrrment. :ir.
Hlamilton wa- the first collector but was there only one year. The old
record snys he found the peovle and cllimate €0 cisagrecahle and the
ermoluments so ‘nacdequante to his expectatlions that ne returned to "ngland

Mp. Alex Dumn a Scotchman was next appointed end finding no repular
list of charges he copled the Hallfax lict. The merchants were 890
dissatisfied that they threatened to abolish the offlce but the Governor,
Comnodore Byror. rupcorted the collector, slth ugh & certain nunber of the

merchents combined for n  while not to pay any fees whatever. They
wanted a Custor House to clear their vesrels for foreign markets and

were willing to pay only 2/6 per vessel but didn't expect to pay any
dutien.

for a Custorn House wns Crorbonear where a
considersble businecs was carried on. Inrtesd of the British Governrent

acceding to thir request they rent a navel officer out to make a revort
and his renly was to concede this privilege to the port of Harbour Grace,
as the Harbour was very much safer than th~t of Carbonear. 7This vas the
reason why all the merchants and o¢~pt~ins of Carhonear had to tramp up
a~dd e Hill to Garbour Grace to clear thelr vesssls although the treade
done in their torm was of far lerger volume than th=t of Harbour Grace.

1679 = The fir~t men%ion we ha-e of Carbonenr Island is conrected with
the proposnals of "'m Downing and Thomas Oxford, merchants of St. John's,
who in 1679 urges the Briticsh Government to erect corne fortificnion
to nrotect fl4 from Prench 2igresrion.

Firet provo=al vw~s to fortify ~t. John'es Herbour. Second was to
fortify Carbone~r »itr 1§ grest juns and 50 zpall arms. The Dritich
Government for res-ons knetn only to themgelves refuced to allow thece

fortifientions.

1688 - The leng expected war with Pr-noe broke out in 1688 snéd it
continued with rhort interrissione of neace for about 25 yesrs till the

tre-ty of Utrecht in i713.

Yhen the "'ar comm~nced the French had Placentia strcngly fort-
ified end 1t wnr treir stronghold in smerica, The inhabiterts of
St,, John's had tried thelir best to vut up core fortificotions dbut were

poorly brclze? 9 by tr+ British Government.

1696 ~ In the spring of this yenr D'Iberville the grest French
Commander vho !g c~1lied the "Nelson of tle Nert World® recelved instructe

loneg from the French Government to destroy all the Inglith setilements
in Newlounlond. Two Men-of-VWar were plsaced undsr his coriand. When

they arrlived in Placentlia Sept 12th 1696, ther found thet the French
Governor De Brouill»n had alreacy made an atterpt on ot. John's but had
failled, Bitter aquarrels now ensued betwcen the two French leaderc,

D! Iberville anéd iJe Brouillion .

D'Ibewiile Intention was to atteck the unguarded settlements

by land, De Brouillion contended for ar att-ck by ses. A number of
Frenoh Canadians and Inciane h1ad come to Placentina during the summer to

take p rt in the axnected attrok on the Tnglish and they signified their
intention of following D'Iberville only.

As a final compronine D'Iberville wag to t-ke his men by lond
and De Brouillion was to attack by sea.

Oving %o head winds the attack by sez waz a pariial fallure and
De Brouillion had to return to Placcntia witr his vessels short of

provisiore,

In the yeor of 1696 the wir'ter must have set in vory early ar
on the lst llovember when L'Iberville started with his Freneh Canadinns
and Indians thay w~lked on the ice up the S. E. Arm of Plecentia. It
was 8 great exploit to take a ~mall arny -"ith provisions, arms, 2nd
ammition across country at this season througsh the bucsh.

On November 1l0Oth, they reached Ferryland having been two dsys on
short allowances as provicions were scarce.

For four years he carried on indiscrininately, Cirhting uits the
tnrlish 21%:0 A trealy 'nie then in force hetren neiand ond ronce,
, 'Ihervi.le even cantured the 3ritish Yarchips sent out to protect the
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Cmﬁfanias‘ forts and sailed them back through Hudson Straits to Quebsc
instead of returning in this usual way by the long overland route. To
such an extent were there loss~a by the Hudson Bay Compeny in time of
peace that claims were entered agzinst the French for £38,332 and were
{nserted in one of Articles Kings William of Oranges "Declaration of “ar

against the French in 1690°%.

D!'Ibsrville it must be remembered was only up to this time an
officer smployed by the French fur company of Quebeo.

He had attraoted the attention of the French Klng Louils ﬁ and
wag created an officer with rank of Lisutenant in the French hoyal Navy.

This was the first distinction of the kind on record and fired the blood
and pride of not a few of the French Canadian youths.

‘ D' Thervillies successes had bolstered up the wanting popularlty of

the Prenoh fur Company in Canada. This popular hero had Just returned
from Hudson Bay with about $20,000 worth of beaver skins and other fwr.

Fort Nelson on Hudson Bay was still the great stronghold of the
Bnglish and had been greatly fortified. The French had never taksan 1t
end D'Iberville was not satisfied until he should obtain posssssion of 1t

He orossed over to Franse and received a warm reception at Va
Versailles. He unfolded his plans for the capture of Fort Nelson and
was promised two ships by the Frenoh King. Highly gratified he returned
home to Canada in 1694 and started from Quebec on the 10th of August for

Hudson Bay arriving at Port Nelson Sept 24th,

’ Almost immediately he disembarked his forces and dbombarded the fort
from Sept 25th to Oct l4th when the Governor was forced %0 surrender.

D! Iberville remained thers one ysear leaving in Julyf In 1696 the
English sent & very strong expedition who recaptured this fort and one of
the tarms of surrender was that they should transported to Plalsance a

Prench Port in Newfoundland (Plaeentia). This you will notioe was the
year that D'Iberville had been given inetructions to destroy all ths
1ish settlement in Nf1ld and capture that Island for the French. How

Eng
well he carried out his instructions we have already partly desoribed.

The following yeor Fl69? the French Court sent a flest of four shipa
to join D'Iberville then at the port of Placentia knowlng no one man was
so thoroughly equipped at all points in the knowledge of Hudlson's Bay

ag wag this hero.

At the same time four of the English ships had left Plymouth to
reinforce Fort Nelson. The English fleet were forty hours shead of the

French entering Hudson's Bay. 8t1l1l D'Iberville in his ves-el the
$Peliean?® of fifty guns managed to reach Fort Nelson before them. The
Prench Commander was as much disturbed over the non-arrival of his
oonsorts as was the "nglsih Garrison. At daybreak on Sept 5th three
ships were visible, so pleassd was D'Iberville that he immediately

raised anchor to ¥Y0in them. Imagine his surprise to find them English

One of the fisrsest and bloodiest battles of the war was at once

begun. Nothing daunted D'Iberville, he attacked 1n the most strenuous
way. Sank one warship and another was wracked in a storm that night,

the other was also driven ashore.

- p'Iberville after enduring terrible hardship ldanded hls men. Had

the English fort attecked him at once they might have won but soon after
the French warships hove in eight and with theilr help D!Ibervills fought

and captured the fort and the English had to surrender to the famished
Frehchmen on their own terms,
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Now you known something of the man that our handfull of two |
hundred Newfoundlanders were defying snd who with his trained soldiers
had come speclally to orush the 'fld trade and destroy English prestige.

Notwithstanding D'Iberville's defcat by the plucky Nflders on
Cerbonsar Island he continued his mereh right dovm the Northshore to
Bay de Verde and across to 014 Perlican and up Trinity Bay capturing
all the settlemants to Heart's Content. He then left ten men in charge
at Heart's “ontent and took his men across country to Carbonsar to

complete his vietorises by taking Carbonear Island.

On his arrival he found that the men on ths Island had not been |
satisfied with defending their position but had even attacked the French

and taken four prisoners.

On the 17th D'Iberville finding he could not take the Island by
fair means suggested an exchange of prisoners at a spot out of gun shot

of the lIslend,

D'Iberville shows his treachery and his umscrupulousness on this
¢tcaslon by raising a quibble with the English and seized their officers
a8 prisoners whiles they were arranging the exchange. Nothwithstanding
the loss of their officers, the plucky garrison still held out. After
walting ten days till the 28th and finding that the Carbonear Islanders
were more than a matoh for him, D'Iberville gave orders to burn every
house in Carbonear and Harbour Grace, he left for Heart's Content and
with 200 prisoners they continued up Trinity Bay to Bay Bulls Arm where
he crossed over to Placentia Bay and his army returned to Placentia.

I trust I have given some of the audience a new i1dea of the gallant
fight our forefathers put up on that historic little island at the mouth
of the harbour. JFew of uUs know what a strong natural fortress we have
there. Lel us ocelebrate it now with a pageant worthy of the ooccasion.

The next notlce that I find of Carbonear is in 170§ the records
arée that in 1705 a new campaign wer started by the French at Placentia
under the Commander St. Oviae. Evsry piace was ceptured or subdued,
in faet the whole trade of iifld was ruined. | |

M. Martigny with his Indians was despatohed to take Carbonear and
Bonavista and to burn every settlement and he earrisd it out in even a
more terrible way than the former campaign as no quarters were given to

any WwWho opposed. But they met their Waterloo at Carbonear Island, this
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time 1t held 300 men and bid defisnce to all attacka. 1709 - The neit
notice in the records is in 1709 when the British Government placed

Pynmn in command of the garrison on Carbonear Island.

1711 - This year we find a proclamation O¢t 23rd 1711 by Jos. Crowe who
was Commander-in-chief of Nfld instrueting the people of Concept-
ion Bay that for their better protection they were to to
Carbonear Island, Harbour Orace Island and to Little Bell Island
(poasible Crowe's f}uloh near the light houss a$ Carbonsar was

called after him).

1745 - About this time when the Jacobite rebellion was in progress in
England, the British authorities for reasons best known to
themselves started to put the fortifications on the island in
efficient repalr and Lisut, Griffith Williams of the Royal Army
was stationed there. He was afterwards promoted to St. John's
where he lived for twelve or fourteen years where he married,
and Sir Richard Pinsant and Sir Monicr Williams'are his collatersal

N descendants.

1762 - The British hed again negleoted the fortificotion in Nflid and the
French made another raid on St., John's and captured i1t. The
French sent a detachment across to Portugal Cove, who with
shallops managed to take Carbonear Islond by surprise the first

and only time that 1t was ever taken.
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The British Government were taken oamploteli by surprised at this
time and had done nothing to defend any part of Nfld and the Prench
held possession from June till September.

The only one mentioned who did his best on this occasion at
Carbonsar Island was Justice Charles Garland of Harbour Grace. The few
men who were on the Island were kspt there at his expense at a time
when provisions were almost unobtainable at any price. He wag afterwards
recompansad by the British Government and the CGarland family have in
their possession to this day the old document g¢ontaining their thanks

forfiﬁ# imminent services. This document 1s pested on the insids of
the agily bihle and is In the possession of Charles QGarlangd now

living in Bostan.

1780 « Tha American rebellion was in full swing now and many American
privateersmen were hovering round and caused great demagse to many
places, and a number of attacks were made on Carbonear and Harbour
Orace but they were sucoessfully defended by the well known
batteriss on Carbonear Island. I have hsaard it said that some of
the long undsrground cellzcrs or tunnels into the hill as some of
the Carbonear residences were built at this time to hide away
their vyrluables also provisions. I have naver been in any of the=
cellars, and they may be older origin. It i1s aquite possible that
there may be €ome interesting family traditions sbout thenm,

1812 - During this American war privateers wesde furthsr attempts but
they got badly left as many of them were captured. The reoords
have been so poorly kept that 1% 1s slmost impossible to get a
ecomested account but I have done my hest to give you soms
informstiontthat’™l trust will only stimulate you to make further
enquiries as there are storses of information to be found out yst.
The real history of VNewfoundland 18 yet to be written. What our
Historienl Sooclety wants are, the stories and traditions of our
past.
